Children in Year 5 and 6 are allowed to walk home alone, but
will only be permitted to do so once written parental
permission has been submitted to the office.
If your child has been given written permission to walk home
alone, they will be allowed to bring in a mobile phone to school
-provided it is a brick phone and NOT a smartphone. However,
they must be turned off and handed to the class teacher as
soon as they arrive in school.

Reading BooksReading Books

Your child must bring their reading book and reading
record to school every day, as they will be reading their
book during the day.
Children should also fill in their reading record daily with
what they have read.

All children are expected to read and complete
10-15 minutes of Doodle maths daily.
They will also be given CGP books for Maths,
Reading and Grammar together with a timetable
advising them of which pages must be completed
each week. Please keep this timetable safe!
In addition, they will be given spelling words to
practice at home.
This homework will be given out on FRIDAY and
must be handed in on the following WEDNESDAY.

No mobile phones are allowed to be out once the child has entered the
school gate.
Any mobile phones discovered or reported on a child’s person or in their
bags will be confiscated and will need to be collected from the school
office at a mutually convenient time.
